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Extended Abstract

Introduction:
Effective classroom management is crucial in education for creating a positive learning environment and

Overcoming obstacles in maintaining order and participation in the classroom distinguishes skilled teachers
(Jobirovna, 2023). Adequate classroom management and leadership skills are crucial to preventing disruptive
student behavior from affecting learning, when classrooms are well-managed and led, procedures are in place to
prioritize learning over discipline and ensure that classroom time is used efficiently (Franklin & Harrington, 2019).
Classroom management is seen as a crucial skill for teachers, with many finding it to be the most challenging part
of their career (Egeberg et al., 2021). Effective classroom management goes beyond addressing student
misbehavior and also encompasses strategies for preventing it, such as fostering positive relationships,
implementing engaging activities, and keeping students actively involved in the learning process. (Girardet.,
2018). Classroom management is crucial for the overall development of students. Teachers who are familiar with
different management styles can have a positive impact on their student's social skills and academic success
(Shiravand et al., 2019). Effective classroom management is essential for teacher retention and job satisfaction. It
involves organizing, monitoring, and coordinating students and the classroom environment to create a rich
educational setting. In addition, understanding management styles is crucial for teachers to improve their
effectiveness in the classroom. Research has shown that effective classroom management is a key educational
skill for teachers (Egeberg et al., 2021). Teachers are often aware of effective classroom management methods but
struggle to implement them, leading to frustration and concerns about student behavior. Many teachers start
teaching without proper training in this area (Simonsen et al., 2020). Improving classroom management is crucial
for new teachers' well-being and student success. It is a key aspect of their professional skills and essential for
successful teaching (Lazarides et al., 2020). Also, classroom management and leadership have often been the main
concerns of many beginning teachers and one of the main reasons for leaving this profession (Ingersoll & Smith
2003; Wubbels et al., 2014). Research on classroom management highlights the importance of teacher experience
in effectively managing a classroom. Experienced teachers are better equipped to interpret and react to classroom
dynamics, monitor activities, and handle student behavior. (Wolff et al., 2021). Classroom management and
leadership are important but often overlooked in primary teacher education. Studies have shown gaps in teacher
training programs regarding classroom management, including limited content and ineffective strategies taught to
manage classrooms effectively (Oliver & Reschly, 2010; O’Neill & Stephenson, 2011). In Iran, past studies have
revealed that classroom management has received less attention in comparison to other aspects of teaching
(Vafaiemehr et al., 2016). Classroom management in Iran's overcrowded elementary schools is a critical focus.
This study aims to review recent research on the topic to prevent duplication and highlight areas for future
investigation.

Methodology:.

The current study, in terms of the selected implementation method, due to the scattered and heterogeneous nature
of the research in the field of classroom management in primary education, has been conducted in the form of a
systematic review. In this type of research, instead of collecting new information, data from previous studies are
analyzed and re-evaluated (Lacey et al., 2011). The research process involved an extensive search through five
Iranian scientific databases to identify relevant findings on the topics of "classroom management in elementary
school," "management of the teaching-learning process in elementary school," and "classroom management styles
in elementary school." due to the limited availability of English-language related articles in foreign databases, the
researchers had to shift their focus to Persian-language articles published in domestic journals. Using the Critical
Appraisal Skills Program (CASP) as a guide, the researchers established specific inclusion criteria to ensure the
quality and relevance of the selected articles. Out of the initial pool of 68 retrieved articles, 31 were deemed
suitable for inclusion based on their indexing in domestic scientific journals. After further screening and
elimination of irrelevant articles, a total of 31 articles underwent a systematic review to extract and report their
findings on classroom management practices in elementary education. The rigorous selection process allowed the
researchers to compile a comprehensive overview of the current state of research on this influential topic within
the Iranian educational context. The research uses Sandelowski & Barroso's (2007) seven-stage model to integrate
qualitative studies on the topic, enhancing understanding and integrating findings. The model helps identify,
select, and evaluate primary research outcomes.
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Results:
This study examines various aspects of classroom management among Iranian primary school teachers. A total of

42 concepts were analyzed and grouped into 14 axes with 5 overarching themes, culminating in the creation of a
conceptual model (Figure 1). The predominant classroom management styles identified were interventionist, non-
interventionist, and interactionist, with the latter being the most prominent approach observed in Iranian studies.
Furthermore, findings indicated that the interactionist or collaborative style of classroom management positively
impacted students' psychological, cognitive, and functional skills. Some studies explored the relationship between
classroom management styles and teachers' fields of study, personality traits, and lifestyle, while others discussed
the challenges of classroom management from both teacher-centered and student-centered perspectives. The
debate surrounding the adequacy of these two approaches remains a topic for further investigation and discussion.

Discussion and conclusion
Fostering a positive classroom environment through effective classroom management and communication skills

is essential for cultivating relationships and instilling a sense of belonging among students and the chosen
classroom management style can significantly influence student motivation, academic progress, performance, and
emotional well-being (Shiravand et al., 2019). To achieve educational goals, teachers need specialized knowledge
in classroom management. Creating a positive learning environment and addressing challenges is crucial for
academic progress and student comfort in the classroom (Safarzadeh & Fani, 2023). Research shows that students
taught by experienced teachers with strong classroom management skills and professional interactions are more
motivated to participate in homework, pay attention in class, and make an effort. These students are also more
likely to engage in educational programs at school (Heydarilaghab et al., 2019). Creating a student-centered and
interactive classroom reflects modern values of individuality, diversity, and inclusion. It empowers students to
take responsibility for their learning and promotes collaboration. Interactive classroom management improves
academic progress, creates a positive environment, and strengthens teacher-student relationships. Effective
communication skills, such as listening, are crucial in predicting academic motivation, and encouraging
participation and discussion can enhance students' motivation to learn. (Girardet, 2018; Talebi Khansari, 2020).
Excessive teacher intervention can hinder students' learning and prevent them from taking ownership of their
education. Instead, teachers should promote effective communication to empower students and be mindful of the
negative impact of intervening too much in the classroom (Darabigarglani et al., 2022). In some studies, it has
been reported that novice teachers are more inclined to use an interventionist classroom management style
compared to experienced teachers (Vafaiemehr et al., 2016). In addition, the management approach of teachers
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who have studied subjects related to education has been more interactive, while those who have studied in
unrelated fields tend to adopt an interventionist style (Alavilangroudi & Soleimani, 2012). Teachers face
challenges due to a lack of knowledge about effective education guidance in the classroom, requiring training in
areas such as managing behavioral issues, professional ethics, and communication skills. Successful classroom
management greatly impacts teaching outcomes (Heydarilaghab et al., 2019). Teacher training in classroom
management is crucial, especially for novice teachers. Improving their skills in this area can positively impact
educational conditions. Effective classroom management goes beyond discipline and involves factors like space,
resources, and social conditions and is crucial for successful teaching and learning. (Hasheminejad et al., 2022).
Investing in teacher training for classroom management is crucial for creating engaging learning environments in
elementary schools. Teaching distinct management techniques through workshops and seminars can improve
teachers' effectiveness. Policymakers should promote training in this area and consider teachers' characteristics.
Providing support and opportunities for professional development can enhance teachers' skills and contribute to
student success.
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
