Background and Objective: Today, educational institutions are important
tools for achieving social goals and objectives. This study was conducted
with the aim of designing and validating a Pattern for promoting social
responsibility of elementary school teachers.

research methodology: The research method in the qualitative part was
the use of the content analysis method and in the quantitative part, it was a
descriptive survey type. The statistical population of the qualitative part was
12 experts according to the saturation principle using the purposeful
judgmental sampling method and semi-structured interviews; and in the
quantitative part, elementary school teachers and administrators were
selected using the stratified random method. Qualitative data were analyzed
using the Brown and Clark content analysis method, and in the quantitative
part, structural equation Pattern ing was performed using the partial least
squares method.

Findings: The results of the qualitative stage were to obtain an initial
conceptual model consisting of 9 dimensions. In the quantitative stage, a
standard questionnaire was designed based on the initial Pattern and, after
validation, was distributed to a larger sample of elementary school teachers
and administrators. The overall fit index value in the present study was
0.30917, which indicates that it has a moderate fit in the sample under
study.

Conclusion: The results indicate that the obtained Pattern is effective in the
process of developing and promoting teachers' social responsibility and can
be practically implemented in the education system and can be an effective
guide for educational policymakers and school administrators towards
development.

Introduction:

In today's societies, educational institutions are considered important tools for achieving social goals and
objectives and are expected to provide the social, political, and economic growth and development of society.
Meeting these expectations creates a wide range of functions for education. Therefore, the education system has
a serious responsibility because the important generation of each society is educated by education, and teachers,
as the core of this important institution, are responsible for educating students (Coelho, 2023). One of the most
important goals of the education system is the growth and development of social skills, including social
responsibility. There are different definitions of social responsibility; social responsibility is a factor for
satisfying the needs of members of society and, as a result, social solidarity and cohesion (Halkos and Numikos,
2021). In another definition, social responsibility refers to a set of duties, obligations, and behaviors that aim to
have a positive impact on social communities (Gomez and Corona, 2020). Responsibility is a process that an
individual must learn from the earliest years of childhood to deal responsibly with the numerous tasks they face
in life, and as an ethical dimension, it is a reflection of the bond created between society and the organization.
Research in this field shows that responsible behavior in interpersonal relationships will lead to flexibility,
social adaptation, and ultimately success in life. Irresponsible behavior also causes selfish behavior and chaos in
social relationships (McDonald 2018, Gatlin 2016). Social responsibility of teachers focuses on how to create
leadership development opportunities for students and strengthen commitment to social and civic responsibility,
increase students' employability by creating opportunities to discover career goals, promote learning for students
and other members of the community, and play a role in building capacity in society to work on complex social
problems (Changfan et al., 2024). A review of previous research shows that educational and training activities in
schools play a very important role in the development and progress of individuals and society, and are a suitable
place for civic participation, creating and strengthening social responsibility, and accepting social roles. Despite
the importance of teachers' social responsibility, the lack of research studies in this field in the country's
education system is quite noticeable. This research was conducted with the aim of presenting a pattern for
promoting social responsibility among elementary school teachers.

Methodology:

The mixed exploratory method was used as a research strategy. In the mixed research method, the researcher
uses qualitative and quantitative research methods to gain a better understanding of the phenomena; the goal of
mixed research is to obtain more evidence to understand the phenomena. The researcher designed the interview
questions in the form of semi-structured interviews using research literature and consulting with supervisors and
advisors. In the qualitative part, the purposive sampling method was judgmental. Data were collected through
semi-structured interviews and theoretical saturation was achieved. The statistical population of this study
consisted of 12 specialists and experts. In the qualitative part, the data obtained were coded using the Brown and
Clark (2006) content analysis method. Sampling in the quantitative part included elementary school teachers and
administrators using a stratified random method. Qualitative data were analyzed using the Brown and Clark
content analysis method, and in the quantitative part, structural equation modeling was performed using the
partial least squares method. The results of the qualitative phase were to obtain an initial conceptual model
consisting of 9 dimensions. In the quantitative phase, based on the initial model, a standard questionnaire was
designed and, after validation, distributed to a larger sample of elementary teachers and principals.

Results:

The first stage in the Braun and Clarke (2006) thematic analysis method has three main steps. The main steps
in this stage include familiarization with the data, creation of initial codes and coding, and searching and
identifying themes. In the first step, the researcher prepared semi-structured interviews with the participants in
the form of text and reviewed the interview data once in full while converting the audio to text. In addition, he
extracted and studied all the interview questions separately for all the participants again. In this way, he was
fully involved in collecting and compiling the data from the interviews. The second step began after studying
the data. In this step, the creation of initial codes is obtained from the data. The codes are divided into text data
and understandable and usable parts such as paragraphs, phrases, words or other criteria that are necessary for a
specific analysis. The codes in the coding framework should have a clearly defined and defined boundary so that
they are not changeable or repetitive. The initial codes were reduced from 673 to 346.

The third step, after all the data were initially coded and collected, a long list of different codes in the data set
was obtained and the different codes were arranged into themes. Basically, in this step, the codes were analyzed
and the different codes were arranged into themes. In the next step, a set of themes was refined. The known
themes are the main source of forming the theme networks. In this step, the theme networks were drawn,
examined and analyzed. After creating the theme networks, the researcher referred back to the original text and
interpreted it with the help of these networks. In this step, a complete set of final themes was provided. In this

step, the analysis and compilation of the final research report was carried out. In the last step, the inferences
from all the networks, along with the theories related to them, were used to briefly explain the salient themes,
concepts, patterns and structures obtained from the text. The results of the content analysis showed that the
dimensions of teachers' social responsibility include 9 dimensions; interactive, occupational, community-
oriented, ethical, educational, religious, nurturing, cultural, and health-oriented responsibility. In the quantitative
stage, a standard questionnaire was designed based on the initial model and, after validation, was distributed to a
larger sample of elementary teachers and administrators. The overall fit index in the present study was 0.30917,
which indicates that it has a moderate fit in the sample under study. The findings indicate that the obtained
model is effective in the process of developing and promoting teachers' social responsibility.

Discussion and conclusion

This study shows that the dimensions of social responsibility of elementary school teachers include interactive,
occupational, community-based, ethical, educational, religious, cultural, and health-based responsibility. The
pattern for promoting social responsibility of elementary school teachers not only helps to strengthen social
skills and moral values in students, but is also effective in improving the educational environment and creating a
healthier society, and emphasizes that social responsibility is a key element in teacher education that can provide
the necessary platforms for shaping future citizens and maintaining social identity. The quality and improvement
of education are related to the real promotion of social responsibility. Considering social responsibility as a
complex and multidimensional behavior that is influenced by cultural, family, and social factors; it was not
possible to address all of these factors in the study. Using this model, suitable grounds can be created for
creating change in the education system. The results of the research are applicable in the education system, so it
is recommended that educational

. policymakers include social responsibility as an important part of teacher education content in the
curriculum of Farhangian University and teacher training universities.

. Convincing school administrators to encourage educational leaders and provide the basis for the
effective implementation of social responsibility in the classroom through professional development of teachers.

. Reforming and reviewing the methods of recruiting and selecting primary teachers in accordance with
the current needs of society and paying attention to the psychological characteristics of teachers.
